Ed Steck (US) is from South Western Pennsylvania, currently living in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. His work

addresses issues of corporate and government confrontation on the everyday by using leaked military,

government, and corporate documents and manuals: testing how the authoritative language of the document

interacts, battles, or diminishes naturalistic language. He has been published in numerous small

Pittsburgh-based publications and regularly performs in hardcore punk, black metal, and experimental

groups.

Mishka Henner (BE) is an artist and photographer based in Manchester, England, whose work is established in the genres of appropriation art and social documentary.

Paul Branca (US) is an artist born and living in New York. Amongst his favorite streets are via Malcontenti, in Bologna, and passage d’Enfer, in Paris, and for gastronomic reasons, Arthur Avenue in the Bronx.  Recent shows include ‘Waitings’, at Scaramouche, and ‘Couch Crash’, at Golden Parachutes in Berlin, both 2011. He is currently teaching a class focusing on the metaphysical biscotti featured in the paintings of Giorgio de Chirico, at LGCC, CUNY, in New York, and feels his students should study harder, although not too hard.

Fia Backstrom (SE) is a New York-based artist whose work has recently been included in "Bring the War

Home" at Elizabeth Dee Gallery in New York and ‘Minotaur Blood’ at Fortescue Avenue in London. She

will participate in the exhibition ‘Looking Back’, opening this month at New York's White Columns, and

in the winter will contribute to the ‘United Nations Plaza’ seminar program in Berlin. She has had texts

published in Pacemaker and North Drive Press.

Penelope Umbrico (US) is a New York–based artist and recipient of a 2011 Guggenheim Fellowship in the category of photography.

Emilie Halpern (FR) is a Los Angeles-based artist. She has had recent solo exhibitions at Project Row Houses in Houston and Anna Helwing Gallery in L.A. Her work has been included in group shows in cities around the world, including New York, San Francisco, Chicago, London, Madrid, and Paris.
